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Many coin types minted in West Russian territories that constituted vast majority of the
Grand Principality of Lithuania are hardly disputed up to date on the matter of their acces-
sory. Difficulties of their attribution lay in their crude, almost permanently unepigraphic
design.

Unlike Eastern Russia, Lithuania committed to the feudal fragmentation very quickly.
Still, many minor Russian princes emitted their coins here in the end of the 14" century. The
question, who first started coin emissions — Grand Princes of Lithuania in the capital Vilna,
or some of the minor regional princes remains open. Presentation of coins minted in Wes-
tern Russian lands is being started from those traditionally associated with the nation-wide
emissions of the Grand Principality of Lithuania.

There are two most disputable and heaviest coin types:
» Ortodox cross on a spearhead / lMEYAT;
« Lion / Uncertain potpourri or [1EYAT.

Each of them have two weight groups — one with weight normative gravitating to ap-
proximately 1.20 g, and the other, significantly lower, about 0.75-0.80 g. The first weight nor-
mative (1.20 g) was initially equal to half of the contemporary universally accepted currency
of the state — Prague groat. This fact connects early Lithuanian minting with Lvov grosseto
coinage. This scale was obtained by Lvov grosseto in Vladislav Oppeln times, approximately
in 1376. Next several years are the probable time of the emission beginning. Ortodox cross,
showing on the first coins, should have symbolized independence of Lithuanian Kievan me-
tropolis, appointed by the patriarch of Constantinople in 1375. Still, it is possible, that coin-
age in Lithuania started a bit later, soon after 1382.

KAJIEKUDbBIAHEP

Despite of the weight difference, it is not possible yet to allocate different denomi-
nations on this first stage of the Lithuanian coinage, as it was perfectly shown by the
scholar Alaksandar Hramyka [Huletski, Hramyka, Krivorucko 2007, p. 36]. Documents
testify that Lithuanian coins had the name of pieniaZ. It is also possible to call the very
first coins little groats or grosseto of Venetian standard, after their weight normative.

Place of coinage of both initial coin types remains questionable too. Numerous scholars de-
nied their minting in the capital Vilna. Some allocated it to Kaunas or Troki. Coins of both types,
especially Lion type, are widely found in modern Belarus and even Ukraine, mainly in west-
ern parts of these states, but in eastern as well. To my mind, these coin types belong to diffe-
rent workshops. The Ortodox cross on a spearhead / [TEYAT type was struck in the main, Eastern
Lithuania with the capital Vilna, and the Lion / Uncertain potpourri or [TEYAT type was struck in
Western Lithuania with the capital Troki. But not obligatorily in the capitals. If Eugenijus Ivana-
uskas'reading of 6 A subtype legend O/IKHPA [Ivanauskas 2009, p. 23] confirms, this subtype
could be attributed to Vitovt Kiejstutovich, who was baptized to Ortodox faith in 1384 with the
name Alexander. Vitovt owned numerous lands in Western Lithuania by this time. Other Lion /
Uncertain potpourri type coins could be probably attributed to Skirgajto.

Metrology of Lithuanian silver coins before 1386

There is not enough metrological data of most subtypes of the Lion / Uncertain potpourri
or EYAT type, so their distribution on those struck before and after the Civil war of 1381~
1382 remains suppositive.
